SoLINE Terms of Membership
Membership in this program is available to those LYRASIS member libraries that are:

· Geographically located in the legacy SOLINET region 

· Full OCLC participants which are supplier libraries on the OCLC Interlibrary Loan (ILL) service

To insure the integrity of state programs, the process at approval for participation in SoLINE will be determined on a state by state basis. 

Libraries which join independently of their state networks are required to contribute their current cataloging to the database and to supply material over the OCLC ILL service.

This is a voluntary agreement to govern interlibrary lending among the libraries which are participants in SoLINE. The program is limited to only those interlibrary loan requests that are transmitted using the OCLC ILL service.

I. Definitions

1. 
Interlibrary loans are transactions which are transmitted using the OCLC ILL service, in which library materials are made available by one library to another upon request. Requests for material using ALA forms, Telefacsimile or any other mode of transmission other than OCLC do not fall under the scope of this program.

2. 
The use of the word "libraries" in this document includes libraries of all types. This includes public, academic, special, learning resource centers, and school libraries.

II. Scope
1. 
Loan of material consistent with the lending library's customary circulation policies can be requested through this program. 

2. 
Participating libraries will enter a statement of their interlibrary loan policies into the Policies Directory

III. Responsibility of Borrowing Libraries 

1. 
Libraries agree to evaluate all requests to determine if they are appropriate for interlibrary loan. 

2. 
Libraries will exhaust their local and state resources before requesting material from libraries in other states. 

3. 
Libraries agree to transmit their interlibrary loan requests using the OCLC ILL service. 

4. 
Libraries agree to follow the program's protocols and make every effort to facilitate fair and equitable distribution of the interlibrary loan workload.

5. 
Libraries agree that this program does not relieve them from the responsibility of developing their own collections. Each library will provide the resources to meet the ordinary informational, research, education and instructional needs of its patrons. 

6. 
Libraries agree that they are responsible for the requested material from the time the material leaves the lending library until the material is returned to the lending library. If damage or loss occurs, the borrowing library must meet all costs of repair or replacement, in accordance with the preference of the lending library. 

7. 
Borrowing and lending libraries are responsible for compliance with the copyright law (Title 17, U.S. Code) and its accompanying guidelines. An indication of compliance must be provided on all photocopy requests. 

8. 
Borrowing libraries must comply with the conditions of loan established by the lending libraries. All material is subject to immediate recall. 

9.
Libraries agree to place "SoLINE" in the borrowing notes field. This will allow other libraries participating in the program to easily identity the request as one which falls into this program. 

IV. Responsibility of Lending Libraries 

1. 
A lending library will practice as liberal and unrestrictive a policy as possible, with consideration to the interest of its primary clientele.

2. 
A lending library is responsible for informing any borrowing library of its apparent failure to follow this code or the protocols. If the problem is not corrected, it is the lending library's responsibility to notify SOLINET of the violation. 

V. Responsibility of LYRASIS 
LYRASIS will manage and market the program, seek member input for evaluation of the program, generate reports, and prepare recommendations for changes and enhancements.

VI. Expenses 

1. 
Borrowing libraries are responsible for costs of lost and damaged materials.

Participants in this program agree not to charge for the following: 

    


A.  Material loaned through this program.

B. Fees for handling interlibrary loan requests. 

C. Postage for transportation charges. Lending libraries will pay for materials being sent to the borrower; borrowing libraries will pay for material returned.
